The OA Sash
The Order of the Arrow (OA) sash is a white fabric sash with a red arrow embroidered upon it. The sash is worn at Order of the Arrow functions and special Scouting activities, when members need to be identified as Arrowmen rendering special services. The official Order of the Arrow sash is available for members through their local lodge or local Scout Service Center, or through the Supply Division of the BSA. Each of the three levels for OA is represented by a different sash as illustrated below. The sash is worn over the right shoulder so that the arrow is pointing over the right shoulder. The sash is worn diagonally across the chest. It must not be worn in any other manner. Sashes may not be altered in any way or form. Nothing is to be worn on the sash, including signatures, patches of any kind, pins, or beads.

A New Beginning

Members of the new chapter gathered at the Service Weekend for cheerful service to Camp La-No-Che. Together they cleaned up the compound area and prepared for upcoming camp inspections. All were pleased with how well everyone worked together in cheerful service. Certainly that weekend marked the beginning of great things to come for the newly established chapter.

After the lodge elections on Saturday evening, chapter elections were held with many adult and youth members in attendance who were part of the discussions for the new chapter.


When discussing a name for the new chapter, the members wanted a totem that would fit the leadership and strength of a new chapter. The chapter members chose the Eagle as their totem because of the traditional qualities associated with the great bird: leadership, patriotism, strength, and the highest rank in scouting to name a few. They also wanted to have the Eagle associated with a landmark or our community. Due to the blessing of numerous lakes in the chapter, everyone agreed that the lakes were a great asset. Rick Obermeyer provided the American Indian words, Lemhee-Okee, which means “Eagle of the Waters”. The chapter members voted to submit the name to the Supreme Chief of the Fire for his approval. Meanwhile, the district committee voted to name the district Sand Lake District.

Thus, a new beginning for the Lemhee-Okee Chapter of Sand Lake Distirct.

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Lodge Totem

Tipisa is a Lakota word for "Red Lodge", and it was elected to use a Lakota style tipi emblazoned on a shield. A shield with its eagle feathers (Quantity varies according to the number of active chapters in the lodge) symbolizes that our lodge is the central body to which its chapters are unique, yet attached. The shield is a tool of our service to protect the heritage, traditions, and ideals of Scouting. The bison hoof prints are to remind us to remain faithful and vigilant in our protection of the environment, remembering not to waste its resources. The 12 arrows represent the 12 Scout Laws. The quiver is the Scout Oath in which these laws are to dwell. The unstrung bow

symbolizes we're prepared to defend those laws and the ideals they represent. The pipe, misunderstood by many, wasn't used for pleasure, but for welcoming friends into council, deliberation, worship, and for bestowing blessings. Tobacco was considered medicinal and sacred by all Native American peoples, and neither abused nor defiled as it is today. Its smoke carried prayers heavenward, and was used to infuse objects and ideas with prayer.

The black background represents the night alone of your Ordeal, and to those that truly serve, the Vigil they keep in recognition of their

honor. The red border is the symbolic blood we shed during our ordeal, welding tightly every link that binds us in Brotherhood.

Out of the darkness emerges the ordeal candidate as a full member of the WWW, our Brotherhood of Cheerful Service. We are servants

to Man, our communities, our nation, our world. Wear it with honor and purpose as you serve.

Lodge Banquet:  An annual gathering to celebrate Tipisa’s accomplishments over the past year.  Awards are presented such as Most Dedicated Lodge Officer, Most Dedicated Chapter Chief, Most Improved Chapter, Best All Around Chapter, The Outstanding Service Award, and many more.

Fall Fellowship:  The lodge’s first fellowship weekend with training seminars and competitions in the morning.  In the afternoon is the Quest for the Golden Arrow game competitions.   The evening ends with a campfire program, cracker-barrel, games, and a movie. 

Brotherhood Opportunities:  Ordeal members who have represented the ideals of the order and served their fellow man for 10 months have the opportunity to receive brotherhood counseling and seal their membership in the ordeal.
